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Introduction to International

Among the several post-Cold War conflicts are problems of Kurds,
of Muslim minority in Chechnya province of Russia, the problems of
Rumanian as well as ethnic Russian minorities in Moldova, the serious
conflict of Tamil minority with the Sinhalese in Sri Lanka, of Bosnian
Muslims and Serbs (discussed above), of Albanian minority in Kosovo
region of Serbia (discussed above), of Hutu and Tutsi groups in Rwanda,
and of separatist groups in China and North-Eastern India. Several
conflicts turned violent and even sought secession.

Sri Lanka has been faced with ethnic conflict for almost four decades
now. Tamils, who are descendants of migrants from Tamil Nadu, started
demanding separate homeland in Northern (Jaffna) and Eastern parts of
Sri Lanka. They set up their ethnic groups and identity. The Liberation
Tigers of Tamil Eelam (LTTE) became champion of Tamil cause. It has
even resorted to terror, and several prominent people and civilians have
been killed. The Rajiv Gandhi-Jayawardane Accord of 1987 was a
clever move of Sri Lankan President of pitching Indian troops against
people of Tamil origin. Indian Peace Keeping Force sent by Prime
Minister Rajiv Gandhi led to a war between Tamil’s and L.P.K.F, leading
to heavy loss of life on both sides. The IPKF had to be withdrawn two
years later.

In the post-Cold War period, Rajiv Gandhi (former Prime Minister)
was killed in 1991 by a woman suicide bomber in Tamil Nadu. Later Sri
Lankan leader Premdasa was assassinated, and a murderous attack was
made even on President Chandrika Kumaratunga whose one eye was
affected. Hundreds of thousands of Sri Lankan soldiers and Tamil
insurgents have been killed during the conflict. Lately, negotiatons have
been going on off and on with the mediation of Norway's representative,
Bloodshed has been widespread and peace is still a dream in Sri Lanka.

There was a new sign of hope late in 2006 as two mainstream parties
SLFP and UNP decided for the first time to jointly handle the ethnic
problem. For this purpose a Memorandum of Understanding was
Ranil Wickremsinghe, so that negotiations with LTTE could be smoothly
carried out. ,

Kurds constitute a large ethnic group who do not have their
homeland. They are settled in four countries Turkey, Iran, Iraq and
Syria. The four countries have a common junction point. Most of kurds
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half a million people, mostly of Tutsi tribe. International community's

response was ineffective. Later, Tutsi rebels defeated the government i
forces. Hutu nationalists lost power, but they fled to neighbouring Zaire ! |
(Democratic Congo) where they regrouped and swept through Zaire in i

1997. This sparked violence in half a dozen states. In this process
several governments were brought down.

International Terrorism

India has been a victim of terrorism. It has been generally supported d
from across the borders, and is, thus, described as “cross-border :
terrorism.” In the post-Cold War period terror attacks became more
aggressive and frequent. While England has had experience of terror
attacks by Irish Republican Army seeking merger of British province of
Northern Ireland with Irish state, the United States experienced an
unprecedented attack on September 11, 2001, In India we continue to
suffer from terrorism since 1980s, but it become even more pronounced
since the end of Cold War. |

Terrorism is understood to mean attempts to scare people, leading |
often to killing of innocent people. Annamarie Oliverio defines terrorism |
thus: “Terrorism refers to political violence that targets civilians
deliberately and indiscriminately... one person’s freedom fighter is
another’s terrorist. More than guerilla warfare, terrorism is shadowy

In 2005, a new dimension was addeq
when a number of bomb explosions took place on undergroung rai|
stations and a bus. This was, allegedly, done by British nationa]g of
Pakistani origin, thus targetting the British friends of the United States
which is target of fundamentalist groups.

India experienced terrorism of different types. During 19805 the
demand for separate Khalistan took the shape of terrorist activitjes,
Several prominent and political activists were targetted. These targets
were not limited to Punjab. These were directed in Delhi and elsewhere
also. Punjab D.GP. Mr. Ribero was also attacked, though he surviveq,

It was alleged that these activities were sponsored by elements living
outside the country. As violence was controlled by Punjab Director-

General of Police P.S. Gill and his team, terrorism emerged in a big
form in Jammu & Kashmir. Killing of innocent people through bomb
blasts and gun shots went on till into 21st century. It began with the
kidnapping of a daughter of the then Union Home Minister Mufti
Mohammed Sayeed in 1989. Thereafter bombings increased, attempts
were made for plane hijacking and attacks on security forces. In the
process many civilians and security personnels were killed and many
more wounded.

This terrorism is of cross border nature. Allegedly, several training
camps for training terrorists were being run in Pakistan and particularly
in Pakistan Occupied Kashmir (POK). A plane was hijacked in 2001
from Kathmandu. This Indian Airlines plane was taken to Kandahar in
Afghanistan, then under the control of Taliban. After several days of
negotiations, India had to release some hardcore terrorists from Indian
jails in exchange for freedom of the plane and its passengers. However,
one of the passengers was killed by hijackers when the plane was
stationed at Kandahar.

Large number of terrorist attacks included 1993 serial bombings in
Mumbai, killing hundreds of innocent people and injuring many more.
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ith the %ntruding gunmen. India responded
giplomatic staff, High Commissioner was
was mobilised.

plsewhere, several places of worship including in Jammu and Gujarat
(kshardham Temple) were targetted by the terrorists. Many of them
hold themselves up in mosques in Kashmir, or in hotels and fight gun
vattle with Indian securitymen. In October 2006 (as on an earlier occasion
zlso) terrorists attacked C.R.PF. headquarters in Shrinagar, and gun
battle. was fought between two terrorists firing from a hotel and the
security personnel. The battle lasted for 22 hours which saw the killing
of both the terrorists, and a number of policemen were killed or wounded.
Earlier on July 11, 2006 seven bombs were exploded in seven local
trains in Mumbai, killing over 150 innocent people and injuring several
hundred civilians. In another serial bombing on the eve of Diwali in
2003 many people were killed and wounded in crowded markets such

as Sarojini Nagar and Pahar Ganj, and a bomb blast near Okhla in
Delhi.

Despite repeated attempts by India to persuade Pakistan to close
down terrorist camps in its territory and to check cross border terrorism,
the situation had not eased even till 2006. Even proof given by India of
mvolvement of Pakistani elements did not seen to have any impact on
Pakistan authorities. In September 2006 the President of Pakistan and
Prime Minister Manmohan Singh met at Havana on the side lines of
NAM Summit. They agreed to set up a joint mechanism to fight terrorism,
but even before the mechanism could be formally established, Indian
police had established involvement of Pakistan’s Inter-services
Intelligence (ISI) in Mumbai blasts of July 2006, and decided to give
the proof to Pakistan.

The United States became a victim of unprecedented terrorist attack
on September 11, 2001 when four planes on domestic flights, full of
sassengers and tanks full of fuel, were hijacked from New York. Very
well trained terrorists were used for hijacking. Three of the planes were
made 10 hit againstnvinmofWaldTmécCenmrmNewYmkmd
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arrested by Saudi Arabia in April 2007.

A New World Order

President George Bush (Sr) (1989-92) had hoped that with e ond
of Cold War and disintegration of Sovist Union, 2 mew world order
as the only Super Power, the world politics as well as the United Nations
would be guided by it. We have seen in this chepter shove that the first
one and 2 half decades afier the Cold War witnessed numerous conflicts,
community and hopes of 2 new world order were deshed Meanwhile,
the former Soviet President Gorbachev had writen in 1994 ot the
world was leading towards an international “disorder™, as there were
disintegrations and racial conflicts on the increase. To call it 2 “disorder”
may not be appropriate, yet 2 new order as hoped by George Bush (St)
has aiso not matenialised.

What is 2 world order? Writing about “The Chenging World Order™
of the interstate svstem. Historically. transformation of world order have
unlike 1919 and 1945, the end of Cold War brougit 2 more peaceful
transition in world order. But, despite President Bush's attempt to create
